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Nature and Regional Parks are today the most widespread
category of protected areas across Europe. In @ continent where
the original landscape has changed due to human activities,
conservation of the traditional activities and landuses which have
contributed to the maintenance of biological and landscape
diversity is of great importance. In contrast to National Parks or
Nature Reserves, the main objective of Nature and Regional Parks
i5 the promotion of sustainable development.

Most of Nature and Regional Parks have been established
during the last 15 years. We do not have much experience on their
eftects on nature conservation and socialdevelopment. For this
reason, an evaluation of experiences in different ecological and
socio-economic contexts is urgently needed.

In April 1992 the Federation of Nature and National Parks of
Europe set up the Regional Parks Working Group. Its main
purpose is to study the state of nature and regional parks across
Europe. To accomplish this general aim, its main objectives are;

1. To recognise the variety and diversity of European
Regional Parks

2. To promote strategies to improve park management

3. To organize meetings and seminars

4, To collect and exchange information

5. To promote the creation of new regional parks

6. To coordinate contacts among parks

7. To cooperate with European National Parks.

Five meetings have taken place: 4th September 1992 in
Karpilampi (Finland), 265t February 1993 in Soto del Real, Madrid,
Spain, 16th September 1993 in Battelby, Perth, Scotland and 29th
in Palinuro, Campania, Italy, and Colmar for the 1994 General
Assembly,

Among other conclusions, the group decided to take a
definition of regional and nature parks which would exclude
national parks but include those protected areas with the following
common aims and objectives:

# To ensure the conservation of species, habitats and
landscapes taking into account biodiversity, area and
heterogeneity criteria among others

» To protect areas large enough to exert social and economic
influence on the populations around the park and on those
responsible for land management

# To develop a policy toward local populations making a
special effort to promote social and economic activity

» To maintain traditional activities in the park

PRESENTATION

« To offer opportunities for training, research, education and
leisure.

Due to the wide variety of parks in Europe, the Working Group
designed a survey on which would be based a report providing
general information which forms the basis of further study and
discussion. The survey has raised questions dealing with aspects
of major interest for the Working Group. It was not intended to be
exhaustive in the information collected but to identify the main
problems and the current status of nature and regional parks
across Europe. The questionnaire covered the following issues:

# General information such as name of the park, vear of
establishment, area and natural characteristics

» Planning and legal framework

» Management and finance

» Local population relations with parks (degree of
participation, level of information, attitudes toward parks)

This document gives general information about 416 parks
from 9 countries (Table 1). However, it would still be desirabie for
other countries or parks which have not been included in the
survey to contribute in order to have a better overall picture of the
status of the European regional and nature parks.

The main aims of this report are:

1. To provide basic information about the regional and nature
parks of Europe

2. To produce a discussion document

3. To develop a dynamic data base about Eurcpean Parks.

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Records have been ordered alphabetically, first by country,
then by region and finally by the name of the park.Names of parks
and regions are in the original language.

In general terms, the information is updated o 1943. Some
parks established later have been included, in spite lack of other
information.

It must be realised that this is an open database. Unaccurate
or missing information may be found, but it is the compromise of
the authors to update it with future incoming information by
contributors.

NATURE PARKS ACROSS EuROPE.
GENERAL FEATURES

European landscapes are characterized, in general, by a long
human occupation which has changed the original aspect of the
land. Human influence has determined the characteristics of the
parks, their use and their management problems. The con-
servation value of regional and nature parks is directly influenced
by the traditional use they have received. Conservation of
landscapes, particularly in those countries with long human
ocupation, provides a guarantee of stability and sustains those
ecological features such as lack of erosion, biological and
landscape diversity, etc. This means the maintenance of traditional
uses, or at least their effects even the methods are modemized.
The main goals in conservation are to protect natural resources, to
use ecasystems harmoniously and to provide enjoyment for the
local population and wvisitors. '

Diversity of European ecosystems and landscapes is
remarkable. From the Mediterranean systems such as the
“dehesa” (open woodland), to marshes, lakes, inland wetlands,
coastal wetlands; from “landes” and peatlands to mountains with
glacial vestiges, karst landscapes; from the Atlantic forests of cak,
beech and pine, to mountainous and hilly regions; from scattered
islands of UK to meadowland, heather covered heights to
saltmarsh; from uplands to farmiand and coastalzone and lakes...

The number of nature and regional parks has grown
extraardinarily in the last decades {Figure 1). This growth is due to
the widespread interest in conservation and the increased
awareness of the relationships between human use and nature
conservation, In some cases this growth results from a new
legislative framework. For instance, in Spain, since the
establishment of the Autonomous Communities there has been a
substantial expansion in the number of protected areas. In
Germany the reunification in the autumm of 1989 meant a growth
in the number of newparks, adding 20 nature parks in 1990.

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Not only does the number of parks have to be considered, but
also we have to analyse how large the areas are. According to
IUCN recomendations, “the size of a protected area should reflect
the extent of land or water needed to accomplish the purposes of
management”,

From the available data of 399 nature and regional European
parks, the average area is close to 42 000 ha, Frequencies and
percentages are shown in table 2.

It would seem relevant to discuss the possibility of there being an
“optimum size", Even though specific conditions in each country,
natural features, type of ecosystem, social context, and so on,
determine the park size, it is interesting to analyse this question in
order to discover whether there is any particular "rule”.

Further discussion about the criteria which have been taken into
account when defining parks limits is needed. In spite of the growth in
the number of parks, several problems have yet to be resolved: some
parks are clearly not big enough fo ensure management objectives,
some have not yet had their boundaries defined, others are probably
too large to be properly managed taking into account the available
human and economic resources, etc.

The analyses of data from each country gives a clearer
picture (Table 3).

The designation of an area as a nature or regional park
requires the implementation of a management policy integrating
environmental, economic, tourist and planning issues.

As far as planning and management is concerned, regional
and nature parks are managed in most cases by regional
institutions. For instance, in Italy with the establishment of the
Italian Repiblic, each region took on the responsibility for
environmental planning and management. The Spanish case is
similar. Regions (Autonomous Communities) have been
responsible for the management of protected natural areas since
1985, with the exception of National Parks, which are managed by
the State (a very recent law gives more participation to the
regions). In Germany the regions (Bundeslander) are responsibie
for the management and planning of the protected areas.

The French case is particularly interesting. “Parcs naturels
régionaux” are designated by order of the Environment Ministry.
Parks are managed mainly by ‘Syndicats Mixtes', in which
representatives of the local population from the regions included
in the parks are involved, They usually have an advisory
committee of scientists, The “Syndicat Mixte" is charged with
passing the “Charter”, which is the main document for park
management, In many cases, the staff are totally supported by the
“Syndicat". The park is organised on the basis of a plan for
sustainability enshrined in a "Charter for the regional nature park”.
The Charter sets out objectives within a strategy and the practical
measures for achieving them. The policies are implemented
through three means: local councillors, a multidisciplinary team of
experts and financial support.

Budget information is very difficult to obtain, and when
available, it is very difficult to know what it includes. There are two
main concepts: routine functioning of the organization (salaries
mainly), which rate does not change very much from one year to
the other, and capital-buildings, equipment, exhibitions, materials in
general, which can change more easily, Certainly, some countries
and parks have greater resources than others; from 1.45 Ecus per
hectare in Hungary (as average) to 20.6 Ecus per hectare in France.

Most parks lack significant sources of self generated income.
In general terms, the means of financing the European nature
parks does not vary greatly from one to the next. Each park has its
own yearly budget. Some of the more common methods of
income generation are the sale of publications (guides, maps or
informative magazines), charging an entry fee to the park itself or
to its facilities, offering services such as guided tours, hostels, etc
and sale of its own products,

In general terms, however, the most common source of
income is through grant aid. This can be through legal or
administrative means or by special contracts between park
authorities and administrative bodies. In countries such as France
or Luxembourg, financing via regional or local associations by
means of a contract between the State, regions and departments
which run the Park is considerable.



The most coveted sources of funds are those from the
European Community through structural funds. Nevertheless,
there are almost unanimous complaints from the park managers
about the problems of obtaining access to these grants.

To some extent, none of the above aspects make sense
without the support of people. Knowing people's attitudes towards
parks is crucial. Attitudes of people are variable from one country
to another, and from one park to another. In many cases, such as
Italy and Spain, the local populations tend to show no interest
towards the park and in many cases may be against the
establishment of parks, especially when tourism and agricultural
conflicts arise. In the United Kingdom local populations are
generally supportive. In many cases they view the park as a local
recreational asset. In France, the level of participation and the
degree of acceptance seems to be high. There are several
associations which participate in management. They are
particularly involved in the aspects of education, tourism and in
aspects related with the role of local population in the parks. In
Portugal, in general terms, the local populations are tolerant and
increasingly in favour of the existence of parks. Initiatives to
promote the direct participation of people, such as local radio
programs, regular interaction with local journals, etc, have been
developed in many parks. These activities increase the
participation of the local population and improve relationships
with managers.

NEEDS FOR THE FUTURE

The subjects suggested for study by the Regional Parks
Warking Group could be the basis for specific workshops (table
4). Aspects dealing with local communities and visitors have
received special atention. Local attitudes towards parks varies
considerably from one country to another, there being direct
relations with the type of organisation which manages the park.
Where parks are perceived to have improved their service
provision there is a corresponding improvement in public attitude.

In parks where management is mainly carried out directly by
the State, the attitude of the local population tends to be
indifferent or in some cases even opposed to the parks. Parks
whose management depend largely on the State do not tend to
keep up regular contact with the general public and within the park
itself, which does not contribute to positive attitudes nor
encourage any sort of participation.

The existence or lack of publications providing information
about the park is also relevant, Parks which have management
bodies in which the public actively participates, usually have a

series of regular publications about the park's activities or even
about its management.

As far as visitors are concerned, two main aspects are of special
interest. One is the impact on natural environment caused by tourism
and recreation. The other relates to environmental education and
visitor information. Visitor management is increasingly essential in
protected areas. It is necessary to offer environmental education
mechanisms aimed at developing interest for nature conservation,
and develop strategies which relieve excessive pressure on the
ecosystem. The manager neds to know the amount of visitors,
their distribution, their behaviour and expectations, but there
seems a general lack of information. From the survey made by the
Working Group, only 5.5 % of the 416 parks analysed have data
about numbers of visitors.

The next challenge for the Working Group will be the analyses of
several case studies which will illustrate different approaches taken in
different countries and parks to deal with specific aspects such as the
involvement and the promotion of good relationships with the local
communities.
